Settling in/returning to provision (COVID-19) children will need to:  


get used to separating from carers after being exclusively at home


get to know their new environment including staff


learn to share and play with limited resources  


get used to expectations and adjust to new routines,   


develop /re-establish a bond with practitioners  


Practitioners will need to: 


spend time with children explaining how to access resources and use equipment to promote independent learning and safety    


use observations to build up an ongoing picture of children’s emotional well-being and plan strategies and activities to address anxieties


establish routines to include shared rules




















Personal Social and Emotional Development


Support children to adjust to separation from parents/carers 


Welcome children as they arrive and introduce children to each other 


Model and explain turn taking and sharing – pairs and group games 


Share photographs of children attending the sessions – remind children of their friends  


Introduce persona doll/worry monster to support children with anxiety and fears  


Introduce golden rules – reminding children of the rules daily including social/physical distancing, regular handwashing and good hygiene practices  


Read familiar stories (information from parents)


support children to manage their feelings and behaviour and understand the provision boundaries


provide opportunities to highlight strengths and skills. Develop an ‘I can’ mindset.








Communication and Language 


Story time to be reviewed – small groups or with individual children throughout the session  


Songs and rhymes 


Speaking and listening activities – give opportunities for children to recall and retell a story or sequence of events/activity. Encourage children to comment/talk about what they are doing. Extend the children’s creative thinking (ideas) – adults to model language scaffolding. Commenting ‘I wonder if, what do you think, how can…) 


Encourage conversation with others and demonstrate appropriate conversations: turn-taking, waiting until someone else has finished, listening to others and encourage expressions – “please”, “thank you” 


Circle time sessions to be reviewed 


Introduce new words – social/physical distancing, coronavirus 








Physical Development


Allow children to explore resources and environment 


Activities that involve moving, stopping and social distancing to sounds 


Encourage children to access water and hold their own cup/water bottle  


Review Snack and meal times 


Support children (using symbols/photos where necessary) to recognise their own name, peg to be put their coat on


Activities that give children interesting opportunities to develop fine motor skills, - painting, clay   


Personal care – toileting to be encouraged in self-care routine and regular handwashing throughout the day


Activities that allow children to roll, crawl, walk, run, jump, skip, hop, throwing and catching  


 Pencil and scissor control activities
