
COVID 19 Children and Young Person’s (0-25 years) Risk Assessment 
(For vulnerable children and young people and those with an EHCP)

The Government guidance states: vulnerable children include those who have a social worker and those children and young people (CYP) up to the age of 25 with education, health and care (EHC) plans. Those who have a social worker include children who have a child protection plan and those who are looked after by the local authority. A CYP may also be deemed to be vulnerable if they have been assessed as being in need or otherwise meet the definition in section 17 of the Children Act 1989.

Those with an EHC Plan should be risk-assessed by the provider and with social care and parents, to decide whether they need to continue to be offered sessions at the provision to meet their needs, or whether they can safely have their needs met at home. This could include, if necessary, those carers, and clinicians who may be continuing to visit the home as a result of providing pre-agreed essential services to meet care needs. Many children and young people with EHC Plans can safely remain at home.
